Community Development and Public Works Departments work together to
mitigate any additional runoff. By requiring developers, builders, and contractors
to follow the regulations set forth in the City of Crystal River’s Code of Ordinances
and Best Management Practices, the City can help protect property owners from
flooding caused by changes in runoff flow.
